• Employees in CIF (Individual Training Leave), within the framework of
the Capital Temps Formation (Training Time Capital) programme or of
their company's training plan.
• Youth aged 16 to 25, within a vocational training contract (Contrat de
professionalisation).
• Job seekers aged 26 and over, within a vocational training contract.
• Youngsters in the process of reintegration, within the 'Une formation,
un emploi' (One training, one job) contract.
• Any person wishing to attend the courses for private reasons. (Please
contact us to obtain a quote for the cost of training).

Status of the trainees
Job seekers may be compensated under regulatory schemes. 
Each applicant must, immediately after having requested the enrolment
form, contact the relevant institutions (Fonds d'Assurance Formation,
Assedic, Cotorep…) in order to determine the type of compensation
corresponding to his or her individual situation (Allocation d'aide au
Retour à l'Emploi, Revenu Minimum d'Insertion, Congés Individuels de
Formation…).

• Attach a photocopy of an identification document and a photocopy
of the last certificate of school attendance or the last diploma obtained.
• Make an appointment for an interview with the Director of the
Training Centre.

The proposed training schemes are intended
to adults and youth over 16 years of age,

wishing to start with or to become proficient
in stone-related crafts.

The training sessions prepare for the following
diplomas:
• CAP Stone Carver
• BP Stone-related crafts.

The content of the general, technical and
practical courses is consistent with the official
programme for these diplomas.
The trainees are taken to the exams by the
Training Centre.

The trainees may attend the training schemes
offered by L'Atelier de la Pierre under various
statuses:
• Youth aged 16 to 25, within a vocational
training contract (Contrat de professionalisation);
• Job seekers aged 26 and over, within a
vocational training contract;
• Adults in continuing education;
• Adults in vocational conversion;
• Adults with a personal project.

T R A I N I N G  S C H E M E S  F O R  S T O N E - R E L AT E D  C R A F T S

A t the heart of the Perche area, L'Atelier de la Pierre has been performing its activity

aiming at the restoration of the region's built heritage for more than ten years.

It is appreciated for the quality of its work, both in stone carving and in sculpture:

consistency of style, mastery of old-looking patinas,... This explains why L'Atelier de la

Pierre is considered as trustworthy by the French Historic Monuments institution, for

which it regularly works, as well as by private property owners, in particular for the

restoration of 15th and 16th century manors. L'Atelier has also designed a range of

chimneys, fountains and windows that faithfully mimic ancient styles and that are sold

over the entire French territory.

CARVING CRAFT 

It is suited to all people
who combine some kind of
artistic feeling and a strong
desire to work with their
own hands in order to
exercise their art on such a
noble material as stone.
This profession also
requires a good physical
shape. 

Inside the workshop or at
a site, the stone carver
makes pieces or parts of
pieces, most often with
a view to renovate or
decorate old buildings.
S/he cuts stone blocks and
carves them according to
strict rules.
S/he also sculpts decorative
elements.

A team both inside and outside the workshop

Philippe Giraud, founder of L'Atelier de la Pierre, manages the Training
Centre and supervises the technical and practical courses.
Specialising in gothic, medieval and Renaissance art, he has a dual
training background, combining a compagnonnage (companionship)
experience and training courses at the École des Monuments
Historiques (Historic Monument School).
The general courses are supervised by Guillaume Lafitte, engineer and
trainer for youth and adults. He works for several training centres
within the region and in the Greater Paris area (Ile-de-France).
The Training Centre also works with external experts who provide the
trainees with specific knowledge: architect, safety expert, art history
teacher, etc.

ORGANISATION OF THE TRAINING SESSIONS
Calendar, schedule, places, lunch,...

Each year, the lessons take place from September to June, at a pace of
one week per month. The calendar of the training weeks is defined at
the beginning of each school year.
The lesson times are as follows:
in the morning, from 9am to 12.30am, and in the afternoon, from 2pm
to 6pm.

The theoretical and general courses are held either in the Training
Centre's lesson room, or at an external facility. The practical courses
take place within the premises of L'Atelier de la Pierre.

Lunch: the trainees have may either bring their own lunch to the Training
Centre or they may take advantage of negotiated prices offered by
institutional catering facilities in Longny.
